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The course aims to provide the student with the analytic framework and data needed
for policymaking, planning, organization, and management of health systems in
mainly developed nations, including Israel. The course emphasizes issues of public-
private mix in organization and management of systemic functions, including finance.
Consequently, the course deals, from the perspective of the public system and
entitlement, with issues of decentralization, privatization, and use of private services
under the auspices of public finance.
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
