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Authentic leadership in social enterprise
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The Department of Sociology and Anthropology
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In the neo-liberal age, new organizational forms have emerged, including social
enterprises (SE): organizations in which realization of social values is combined with
gaining profits. This combination creates unique organizational challenges that
require unique leadership skills. Thus, understanding the meaning of leadership of
social entrepreneurs is based on ethnography of SE in Israel including 15 interviews
with entrepreneurs. The research focuses on the meaning of leadership among
entrepreneurs in SE and especially on authentic leadership and particularly on what
we can learn for their perspective about authentic leadership. Three main
characteristics of authentic leaders in SEs were found: social entrepreneurs are
motivated to change the existing reality and fulfill their dreams; are extremely
talented in creating and maintaining partnerships; and manifest a unique combination
between community and individualistic leadership styles. The research suggests a new
perspective on relations between leadership theories in the SE field, suggesting that
post-modern economy can aim at wider goals rather than focusing only on maximizing
profits.
