Description and Requirements

A. Purpose

The main purpose of this course is to strengthen the student's English level in four
different domains: the students will learn writing, speaking, listening comprehension and reading
comprehension kills. Improvements of these four aspects of communication will facilitate Trom
B level students to advance to higher level academic texts, oral presentations, listening and
writing skills. All four domains will be tested and integrated during the course. The lessons,
tasks and quizzes will be held on Zoom, Moodle and any other on-line tools — synchronic or a-
synchronic. Unseens and final exams are held on Campus Marcus.

B. Materials

1. Course reading materials will be posted on Moodle so students should check their Moodle
on daily basis.

2. Students are required to join every Zoom meeting via a computer that has a working
camera. It is paramount that the lecturer sees the students' faces for more effective
learning.
