Description and requirements
A. Purpose

One of the central purposes of the course is to facilitate Trom Basisi Aleph level
students with reading and comprehension of Technology / Science or Humanities
and Social Sciences texts in English.

The students will engage in four
skills: writing, listening, oral reports and reading comprehension which will be
tested.
