One of the central purposes of the course is to facilitate Advanced B Science and
Technology (ABT) level students with reading and comprehension of Technology/Science
texts in English.

out-of-class tasks that focus on scientific/academic content and language. They will be
exposed to three more skills: writing, listening comprehension and oral reports and tested on

all four skills.
