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The course will focus on advanced quantitative research on child temperament and parent
temperament, parents' child rearing approaches and emotional, social and motivation child
development. The theoretical approaches to be covered include: self determination theory as
it is applied to parenting, attachment theory, Rothbart's and Plomin's approaches to
temperament and temperament measurement, Patterson social learning approach, and
Liberman and Grolnick's approaches to emotional development.
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
