Goals: ‘From Theory to Practice’ is the concluding course of the Educational
Counseling training program. It is designed to coincide with the transition from
university training to field work in counseling. The course is process based and serves
as a platform to connect intra-individual professionally related processes, with inter-
personal and group processes, and facilitates the integration of learning and
experiences during the two years in the program with the professional experiences in
the work place.

Course Chapters: Since the course is process based the chapters are not pre-
determined. The content of the meetings follows the objective of integration between
theoretical, academic-professional material and professional practice experiences in
the field.

Course requirements: Students are required to take part in all meetings (a student
can’t miss more than two meetings). Students have to write an assignment on a
weekly basis. There is not pre-determined reading, but certain ad hoc reading and
additional written work is assigned in relation to the learning process. Students have
to pass the course in order to complete the Educational Counseling program, but they
don’t get a grade beyond ‘pass’ — “fail’.
