This course will examine various issues relating to gender and education. As a
foundation for our discussion we will look into different feminist theories which
attempts to explain gender differences in education. We will also focus on the
following: gender differences in access to education and in attainment; and the ways
in which the education system, schools, teachers and pears construct and reconstruct
gender identities and the implications of these identities for female and male students.

Quotes longer than 40 words should be presented in a double indented paragraph with a
full citation. Extended quotes from other authors should be used sparingly. Using an
idea raised in another source without providing a citation is considered plagiarism and
violates the ethics of academic integrity, in many cases, it is a legal offense.
