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Jean-Paul Sartre and Albert Camus are the main creators and representatives of
modern existentialism in general, and, in particular, the main representatives of
secular existentialism in the 20" century. In the present seminar, we'll examine the
issues raised by their thought relying on their philosophical and literary works, and
also we'll compare their views to other schools of existentialism, and to some non-
existentialist modern and 'post-modern’ philosophical works.
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
