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Frege (1848-1925) was a mathematician and logician. Many philosophers think of him as the
father of analytic philosophy. He was the inventor of modern logic and his writings have
immense importance in philosophy of mathematics and philosophy of language. In this
seminar we will read Frege's main philosophical writings and discuss his influence on analytic
philosophy to the present day.
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
