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The course discusses the relationships between the colonial powers and the territories
which they ruled. It is based on the assumption that the colonial experience has had an
everlasting impact on the social, cultural, and political process in both the colonial
and the colonized societies. Although the course will focus on the 19" and the 20™
centuries, the heydays of colonialism, and the struggle for decolonization, various
questions about the current post-colonial realities will be asked, particularly
concerning the claims of neocolonialism. Moreover, the course will deal with various
issues about the formation of identities, cultural borrowing, the emergence of new
forms of social struggles and collective memories.
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
