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The course deals with various theoretical approaches for the study of social movements. It 
discusses the emergence, development, institutionalization, and decline of social movements, and 
occasionally their reappearance as political parties. Focal issues for social movements, including 
– Mobilization, political processes, framing, strategies, and tactics - are presented and discussed. 
Moreover, the state’s diverse reactions and strategies of containment are explored. These issues 
are discussed in the light of social protest movements worldwide, including in Israel.    
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
