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Rituals are public symbolic actions that create worlds of meaning. By
analyzing religious and civil rituals, we will examine the relations between
ritual and cosmology, social order, power relations and individual needs. We
will investigate the structure and meaning of rituals and their interface with the
social surround. Through visits to religious and civil ritual sites and
ceremonies, meetings with religious leaders, textual analysis and individual
observations, we will explore a variety of rituals and practice their
interpretation. The second semester will focus on ritual in urban settings,
through various theoretical perspectives. We will read literature that focuses
on urban rituals and the processes of urbanization. The Mimouna will serve as
our test case.

At the Margins of Life and Death:

Medical Technologies in Social dispute
Current medical technologies enable reproduction independent of
heterosexual sex, post-mortem reproduction for both man and women,
surrogacy, embryo and egg donations (and their commercialization), organ
donations (and their trafficking), passive and active euthanasia, as well as the
differentiation between the brain dead and the "old-fashioned" respiratory
dead.
These medical abilities pertaining mostly to the beginning and end of life,
challenge the notions of "life" and "death”, and contest the borders between
them (for example in the case of post-mortem reproduction) as well as the
"natural” boundaries between individuals (as in the case of organ donations or
surrogacy), and traditional family structures.
Touching upon human suffering, dignity and the quality versus sanctity of life,
the abovementioned medical technologies, have led to rich ethical, legal,
feminist and social discussions all over the world. This seminar is devoted to
the study of the handling of the margins of life and death in the unique Israeli
context.
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Socio-Historical perspectives on Fertility, Childhood and Parenthood

The course will open with a discussion of demographic transitions and present
a general question regarding fertility as a social phenomenon, rather than a
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biological one. It will then turn its focus to the concept of childhood, and ask
for example; Are children miniature adults who are expected to participate in
the job market, who should not be protected from the violence and sexuality of
the world of adults? Or rather, children's supposed innocence should be
protected, and they ought to be financially supported until their late 20's and
beyond?

The second semester will turn the focus to the concept of parenthood and
present theories regarding the changing meaning of motherhood and
fatherhood, and discuss different issues such as parenthood and the job
market and bereaved mothers in the Israeli society.

The last part of the course will present new repeoductive technologies and
their interaction with the formation of old and new types of parents and
families.

Arguing that childhood and parenthood are social concepts which differ
across time and space, the course will present seminal studies in this field,
with a special focus on Jewish and Israeli culture from medieval times up to
the present.

The seminar reviews theoretical approaches to the study of intercultural
relations in order to better understand the travel of ideas, people, repertoires,
technologies, and cultural practices among and within groups and societies.
The concepts to be discussed, among others, are multiculturalism,
transculturalism, identity and belonging, in light of historical and contemporary
social and political processes. The themes include immigration,
multiculturalism and assimilation; ethnic protest and culture wars;
acculturation and adaptation — or opposition and rejection — of cultural
repertoires and items; pro and anti-globalization and “MacDonaldization;” the
“clash of civilizations” and interfaith dialogue; translation and multilingualism;
and the global human rights discourse in local struggles. In the concluding
assignment the students select an instance of intercultural relations and try to
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explain it using the theoretical approaches and empirical cases we have
studied throughout the year.

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Memory, History, and Heritage in Everyday Life
With the proliferation of new media technologies, history-writing, memory
construction, documentation, and archiving became part of everyday life. In
addition to the effect that such practices in everyday life have on
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academic/historiographic and state/official knowledge, they also reveal the
manner in which people link their personal experience and biography to the
dominant or official historical record. We will study how people use common
representations of the past and wider frames of reference and affiliation to
produce meaning, legitimacy, recognition, and status. The course introduces
general concepts and theoretical approaches to the study of memory and
heritage while examining instances of history-writing and collective memory
construction in everyday life, particularly in relation to events of national
significance. Among the questions that will be discussed: the use of new
documentation technologies along with local and global conventions of
representation, history writing, and storytelling; how memory travels among
different media fields; denial, silencing, and memory transmission to those
who did not experience the events themselves; and the impact of the
production and distribution of knowledge on the past outside of state channels
and the academy on historiographic and official knowledge. In addition to
regular reading and attendance, as well as active participation, the students
are required to submit three elaborate reading responses during the semester
and a final research project in which they analyze a case of memory, history
or heritage in everyday life in light of the theories and cases studies reviewed
throughout the semester.

more small peoples: Sorbs are a Slavic speaking minority in Germany, Welsh and
Scottish peoples, often bilingual in Gaelic and English, live on the British Isles;
Catalans live in the south east of Spain and Basques reside across the border in the
north east of Spain and the south west of France. Sardinia remains an autonomous
province of the Italian Republic that knows its own language, Sardu, and very distinct
customs; the southernmost tip of Sicily is less than two hundred kilometres north of the
Tunisian capital Tunis turning Sicily to date into a bridge between North Africa and
Europe. These and other European peoples are lesser known but equally important to
understand the diversity, cultural richness but also conflicts in Europe. This course sets
out to explore different European ethnicities and Europeans living together in diverse
locations, to understand the on-going identity processes

— and conflicts — that resonate domestically, find cultural expressions and political

outlets

This course aims at providing broad basic understanding of European ethnicities. It
considers Europeans historically, and relations between minorities and majority

Content

Session 1 Introduction and Practicalities

Since | am not in the country, please revert to the syllabus to familiarise yourselves
with the scope and practicalities and email if you have questions.

The course has been redesigned to feature 8 seminars, to give us enough time to adjust

to the extraordinary circumstances.

Session 2: Europeans

Task: Find a fictional film about any ethnic group European, watch it, and note down
the key points of depictions of Jewishness.

The film can cover any period of time, and it can be in any language you understand,
English, French, Russian, Arabic, Spanish, German etc.

Task: Please write 500 words outlining what you observed.

Session 3: A very short history of Europe from Antiquity to Modernity
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In this session, we will look at the defining moments in European history, and cover

Europe from antiquity to modernity.

Session 4: The End of Empire and the Formation of Nation States: Aspects of Minority
Formation

With the end of multi-ethnic empires, nation states became the main form of state
organisation across Europe. This shift changed relations between majorities and

minorities.

Session 5: Domestic minorities: Demanding Rights
Despite mono-ethnicising nation states, domestic minorities remained a key feature
within the nation state. Increasingly, they demanded rights as minorities. This seminar

will look at Sorbs, a Slavic speaking minority who lives in the south east of Germany.

Session 5: Expanding Europe: Colonialism

European countries sought to expand their power by colonising, making for specific,
local encounters. This session will look at the case of Tunisia, a country colonised by
Italy, and pursuant France, and how colonial encounters shaped relations between the

ethnic groups.

Session 6: Encounters: Majorities and Minorities

Besides domestic minorities, minorities in Europe are an effect of migration. While
plenty is known about the Muslim minority in Europe, less is known about Indian in the
United
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Kingdom, or US Americans in Europe. This seminar will look at the less known

immigrants from the US in Europe.

Session 7: Case Study: Scotland

Scotland form part of the United Kingdom, yet Scots have a pronounced
identity as Scots. This seminar will look at the construction and praxes of
Scottish identity, and cultural productions that give voice to Scottish identity.

Session 8: Case Study: Sardinia

Sardinia constitutes an autonomous region of Italy, and it maintains distinct
features such as the language Sardu, or the carnival of blood. Sardinia is also
known as the island of the one hundred year old people, and it knows remote,
preserved natural park. This lesson will look at specific features and

expressions that constitute Sardinianness.

Session 9, 10, 11, 12: Discussion and presentations
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
