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This religious nationalism was experienced by the English people as a revival
of Old Testament nationalism [...] so the English at the time of the Puritan
Revolution were inspired by their self-identification with the Hebrews [...]
The three main ideas of Hebrew nationalism dominated the consciousness of
the period: the chosen people idea, the Covenant, the Messianic expectancy.'®
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
