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Democratic countries recognize transparency as an essential aspect of governmental accountability.
Accordingly, the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) members have adopted
regulations or legislation to promote transparency. At the municipal level, there are differences in the conduct
of local authorities at times of routine and crisis in the context of transparency. The course provides knowledge
about managing transparency in local authorities. We will examine in-depth key issues of transparency in local

government.

In the first section of the course, we will discuss the meaning of transparency, the theories on which it is based,
and existing legislation in Israel. The second section of the course will examine the transition process from a
routine to a crisis and the consequences for local authorities in the context of transparency. The third section of
the course will expose students to the challenges of transparency and will provide them with tools and skills for
flex and broad thinking. In addition, the course will provide students with practical tools for transparent and

participatory municipal management.
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The course will impart basic economic concepts and principles with reference to ways of applying
them in public policy. The first and central part of the course will deal with microeconomic issues that
pertain to the way decisions are made in general government, central government, government
ministries, factor inputs, and miscellaneous services for which general government is responsible. The
second part of the course will familiarize students with basic concepts in macroeconomics by
demonstrating the potential impact of government policy on macroeconomic activity. The third part of
the course will familiarize students with basic concepts in finance, with reference to possible ways of
funding diverse projects in general government. Within the framework of the course, current issues

pertaining to the concepts and models learned will be analyzed.
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Negotiation is an interactive decision-making process by which two or more people agree on how to
allocate scarce resources and solve conflict. The course presents both the distributive (i.e., claiming
value) and the integrative (i.e., creating value) facets of negotiation, focusing on psychological and
behavioral aspects. A substantial portion of the course includes case studies and requires the active
participation of students in simulated negotiations.
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Legal Aspects in Public Policy

Course description: The aim of the course is to analyze issues in public policy from legal aspects, issues of public
law and employment law and anti-trust laws

The course will examine the assumptions and considerations which are in the basis for the State intervention and
involvement in labour relations and antitrust, which are fundamental and instrumental in regulating public
policy.

Legal issues in other legal disciplines related to regulation of public policy will also be dealt in the course.

The three main subjects of the course are Public Policy, Employment Relations and Antitrust.
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The course will focus on the development of innovation in the public sector in the world and in Israel. An
overview of the chronological development of key theories in the study of innovation will be conducted. Key
basic concepts related to innovation will be discussed, focusing on the differences between the study of
innovation in general and how innovation develops in the public sector. We will discuss the benefits of combining

innovation through public administration, policy-making and implementation.

We will also discuss the negative aspects of attempting to implement innovative processes in the public sector

due to its unique nature.

The course will deal with innovative management approaches in the public sector in the world in general and
metropolitan cities in particular. It will also explore the innovative approaches of e-government and co-

production that establish partnerships between public institutions and citizens.

We will delve into the ways in which the public sector communicates using technology. We will discuss the
advantages and disadvantages of implementing advanced technologies in public services, and will address the
question of the consequences of competition compared to cooperation in innovative processes between different

bodies in the public sector. We will also learn about an innovative approach to creating public off-the-shelf
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products, how to use them and their contribution to the efficiency and effectiveness of public institutions in
general and urban ones in particular. We will learn the skills of analyzing a case study about the routine conduct
of the public sector using up-to-date theories. Finally, we will learn how to use the knowledge acquired in the

course to deal with real-world challenges.
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Course description:

The aim of the course is to provide tools for critical analysis of the public sector on issues of public ethics and
political corruption. The course will examine the desired degree of integrity among those who serving in the
public sector. In addition, The course will examine the phenomenon of political corruption, the definitions of a
political corruption and the theoretical explanations for the existence of political corruption.

development of political corruption in Israel will also be dealt in the course. and analyze a number of case studies.
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
