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The course explores the tension between differentiation and inclusion in modern
education systems, with a special emphasis on the Israeli setting. We will
discuss topics such as ability grouping, tracking and social integration. Using
empirical studies we will examine equality of educational opportunities under
educational policy of inclusion and under educational policy of differentiation.
