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The commemoration of the past plays a central role in the collective work of
culture. The course will critically evaluate the changing forms of Holocaust
testimony, representation and commemoration. Among the phenomena to be
studied are: ceremonies, Holocaust tourism and museums, the Holocaust in
digital media, Holocaust humor, and the politics of genocide in Israel. The
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course will also comparatively explore other commemorations of mass
violence, trauma, and genocide. Students will conduct observations around
Yom Hashoah, participate in an excursion to a Holocaust museum,
summarize and present articles in class and write an empirically-based final
paper, to be presented in several stages. At the end of the secnd semester,
we will record a podcast based on class research.
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The Road and the Mirror: Tourism as a Social Practice
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The road beckons us. For many, tourism is an escape from the rat race of
modern life and a search for deeper meaning and a more authentic self. But
the "hospitality industry"” is also a contact zone in which locals, strangers and
mediators negotiate issues of money, power and identity through the shaping
of sites, itineraries and narratives. Israel is a particularly charged arena of
imaginaries and images, power relations and conflict. Through critical reading,
fieldwork and excursions, we will examine tourism as a (cracked?) mirror of

Israeli society.
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Statism and its Replacements: Official and Alternative Ceremonies in Israel
The course assesses processes of transformation in Israeli society from its
inception to the present day via the medium of memorial ceremonies and
celebrations. Following a review of the literature on ceremonies and
conceptualization, we will trace the development and transformation of
ceremonies in Israel, in an effort to understand the phenomenon of a wealth
of alternative ceremonies that appeared in the last decade or so. Academic
texts, examples, and individual research will assist our analysis of the different

aspects of memory that the initiators and organizers of ceremonies sought to
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create and transfer in different periods in changing socio-political

circumstances in Israeli society.
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Chapter 2. Models and Mirrors.
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Memory, History, and Heritage in Everyday Life

With the proliferation of new media technologies, history-writing, memory
construction, documentation, and archiving became part of everyday life. In
addition to the effect that such practices in everyday life have on
academic/historiographic and state/official knowledge, they also reveal the
manner in which people link their personal experience and biography to the
dominant or official historical record. We will study how people use common
representations of the past and wider frames of reference and affiliation to
produce meaning, legitimacy, recognition, and status. The course introduces
general concepts and theoretical approaches to the study of memory and
heritage while examining instances of history-writing and collective memory
construction in everyday life, particularly in relation to events of national
significance. Among the questions that will be discussed: the use of new
documentation technologies along with local and global conventions of
representation, history writing, and storytelling; how memory travels among
different media fields; denial, silencing, and memory transmission to those
who did not experience the events themselves; and the impact of the
production and distribution of knowledge on the past outside of state channels
and the academy on historiographic and official knowledge. In addition to
regular reading and attendance, as well as active participation, the students
are required to submit three elaborate reading responses during the semester
and a final research project in which they analyze a case of memory, history
or heritage in everyday life in light of the theories and cases studies reviewed

throughout the semester.

Goals and content

This course is an introduction to the increasingly influential field that goes
under the umbrella term of Science and Technology Studies (STS). STS
draws on modes and traditions of analysis in the social sciences (sociology,
anthropology) and humanities (history, philosophy, literary criticism) to
examine scientific knowledge and technological systems (sometimes referred
to as technoscience) in their social and cultural contexts. In a manner both
respectful and critical, STS examines technoscience as a powerful way of
knowing and shaping the world that both embeds and reworks social

structures and dynamics.
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The course is open to students from both the social sciences and humanities
as well as from the sciences who want to learn how to analyze science and
technology (the construction of facts and artifacts) from a social and cultural
standpoint.

This course gives an overview of the development of the key works and
claims in the field, and examples of their application to past and contemporary
technoscientific sites, practices, and knowledges in a range of fields (physics,
biology, ecology, medicine, and others). Thus, we begin with the post WW2
sociological attention to science as a profession and activity, which analyzed
values, dynamics and professional structures while awarding epistemic
immunity to the content of science. Next we examine the Kuhnian revolution
(and similar lesser known work by Fleck) that used historical study to examine
the emergence of and transition between internally consistent yet shifting
belief systems. Next we examine the emergence of a full-fledged sociology of
scientific knowledge, which demonstrated how social contexts entered into
(indeed, were inseparable from) the contents of science, and demanded that
social analysts bracket the epistemic privilege of science in understanding it
as a domain of human activity. We then examine a series of studies in which
the dynamics of scientific knowledge formation are analyzed through
ethnographic studies of micro-level contexts (such as laboratory practice) and
texts. We then transition to a focus on technology, and examinations of how
social contexts shape and are shaped by the discovery and development of
technical tools and infrastructures, as well as the criteria of efficacy and
efficiency. Finally, we look at a series of case studies at the interface of
techno-scientific and lay knowledge, and the kind of tensions and dialogs that

occur between them.

Topics and readings

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The Fertility Revolution

New Reproductive Technologies (NRT's) enable reproduction independent of
heterosexual sex, fertilization with sperm retrieved post-mortem, surrogacy,
embryo and egg donation (as well as their commercialization), sex selection,
genetic diagnosis of embryos and pre-embryos and their following selection,
and the like.

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DESCRIPTION. Though often tackled as technical, biological, or policy
issues, environmental problems are, also, fundamentally, social. Social
relations and cultural frameworks mediate the formation and impacts of
environmental processes and the actors and avenues for addressing them.
Indeed, the very objects, scales, and definitions of environmental concern
emerge from their social contexts.

The course begins with an overview of the various traditions that have tackled
aspects of this environment-society nexus. In particular, we trace the
emergence and central themes of “political ecology,” a convergence of
analytic traditions that underscore the role of power in environmental issues.
Next, we deepen these perspectives through reviewing classic works in this
tradition, examples of the range of methods employed, and case studies in a
single domain (waste) and region (Israel-Palestine). Students will be
encourage to draw on these principles and examples to examine an
environmental topic of their choosing.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS. Students are expected to participate
continuously and actively in the class meetings, read the assigned readings
by their due date, and complete course tasks. These may include some
combination of smaller tasks (one page reading responses to required
readings, brief presentations on some of the optional readings, and short
quizzes), as well as a longer 5-7 page paper applying the course materials
and insights to an environmental topic chosen by the student.

NOTE: the division of section units in the syllabus is thematic, and these do

not always map onto weekly meetings. The readings and assignments may
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change somewhat, depending on the backgrounds and interests of

participants in a given semester.

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Memory Politics in Poland

Poland is a modern nation-state with a turbulent past: From the golden age of
monarchy to its territorial division by three empires, the Nazi and Soviet
occupation during the Second World War, the communist regime until 1989,
and a heroic transition to democracy that has been strained under a
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nationalist and populist government since the 2000s. The course reviews
Poland’s treatment of different historical periods in different political moments
and especially since its democratic transition. Collective memory will serve as
a central lens to examining political and social struggles, and the construction
of national identity vis a vis dominant “others”: Polish Jews, Germany in the
West and Russia in the East. We will understand how the memory of the
polish past reconstructs the boundaries between the Catholic majority and
ethnic and national minorities and states, and how it is utilized to deal with
today’s problems. The course focuses on the dominant political discourse and
civil society protest in various periods, through academic research as well as

popular culture: representations of the past in film, literature and art.
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In the current world tourism is an important force in shaping cultural, national
and ethnic identities. Tourism is also shaping the physical environment
through processes of discovery, preservation, reconstruction and even the
invention of historic and archaeological sites. In this course we will discuss

those processes through the analysis of specific case studies from East and
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Southeast Asia. The course is built around two main themes: the use of the
past to shape the present and tourism and the construction of memory. We
will examine prehistoric, historic and modern sites in China, Vietham, Korea,
Japan, Mongolia and other countries in the region. Examples are the Great
Wall of China, sites of communist memories in China and Vietnam, the
temples of Angkor Wat in Cambodia, and more. We will also address the

design of Museums and monuments and the experience of visiting them.

The notion of the New Germany — and the New Berlin — has gained wide-
spread popularity. But what is hiding behind this notion, what is this new
Germany supposed to be? By looking at Germany West, East and reunified
we will tackle the myth of the new, and look at German society, culture, and
politics post-1945 to gain an in-depth understanding. Since 1945 Germany
has experiences serious upheaval: it had to deal with the aftermaths of a
multiple genocide, ethnic Germans being displaced in the wake of the second
world war, temporary labour migration that turned out to the permanent,
conflicts between generations that saw the birth of terror groups in the late
1960s, as well as the unification of two countries into one, the mass migration
of the summer of 2015, and the heated debates about memory culture and
politics bear witness to societal dynamics. Any of these processes are still

tangible, and debates and negotiations about Germanness are in full swing.

The course will follow a chronological order and make use of samples to

elucidate on the societal dynamics: we will look at German music, at filmic

While some Jews fled to the Caribbean to escape the Spanish, and pursuant
Portuguese Inquisitions in the late 15" century, others migrated with Dutch
empirical powers or joined English endeavours to extend the commonwealth
during the colonial era.

Migration to and from Europe has always occurred. Historically, peoples like
the Romans moved up the big Europeans rivers, and ventured into territories
populated by Germanic and Nordic peoples.

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Franz Boas wrote that the aim of anthropological research was to recognize
the shackles of tradition — 'for when we recognise them, we are also able to
break them'. Anthropologists valued tradition as a symbolic expression of
social solidarity and of the link between generations through ethically valued
shared practice. But they also saw it as the mark of the tribal, the primitive
and the religious as opposed to the modern, secular, Western scholar. As
they came to recognize the endurance of traditions in modernity or
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nostalgically mourned its loss, they turned to the processes of 'invention of
tradition' and the power structures it supports — particularly, the nation-state.
Anthropological discourses on tradition and custom often found their way into
touristic images and were adopted by post-traditional societies, often with the
support of international heritage agencies, UNESCO in particular. The course
will explore the changing and conflicting valences of tradition and its cognate

terms: heritage, patrimony and nostalgia.

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Course overview
Science and Technology Studies (STS) is a vibrant young field that draws on
modes and traditions of analysis in the social sciences (sociology,
anthropology) and humanities (history, philosophy, literary criticism) to
examine scientific knowledge and technological systems (sometimes referred
to as technoscience). In a manner both respectful and critical, STS examines
technoscientific modes of knowing and shaping the world within their social
and cultural contexts, which they powerfully embed and rework.
This course begins with the development of key works and claims in the field,
and canonical examples of their application to past and contemporary sites,
practices, and knowledges in a range of fields (physics, biology, ecology,
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medicine, and others). Over the semester, the course will shift from frontal
presentation of classical texts and schools to a more dialogical mode as we
examine more recent debates in the field, and works that might offer insight
into events and tensions we experience daily (knowledges and technologies
related to the Corona pandemic, for example).

The prehistory of STS: science as institution, profession, and norms (Merton,

de Solla Price)

In this section, we look at some key figures and approaches in the prehistory
of science studies, characterized by an externalist stance, which analyzes
science as a human activity, but grants its content epistemic privilege. Thus,
science is examined as a profession, an ethos (with norms and
counternorms), and a social system (with hierarchy, gatekeeping, exclusion,
social networks, reward structures and forms of capital that can be
accumulated and gifted). But, while these examine how social contexts and
dynamics can shape how science is done and by whom, they assume that
science’s content derives from special procedures based on evidence and

logic that filter out such contingencies.

A premature but vivifying example — Martin on gendered imagery in the

science of reproduction

In this unit, before continuing a more or less historical survey of the evolution
of STS, in order to give students a preview of the field we examine a
compelling more contemporary example of STS, drawn from the work of Emily
Martin. This illustrates the principles and power of STS through examining
the the traffic between scientific observation, theory, and society in scientific

descriptions of the fertilization process.

In the following two sections we continue our chronological survey on early

work that opened cracks in a correspondence theory of truth, that is, the
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conception in which scientific description and theory offers an increasingly
accurate description of the world as it is. First we examine the historical
analyses of Kuhn and Fleck, and then the roots of a “sociology of knowledge”

within classical sociological theory.

Paradigms and styles of thought: Kuhn and Fleck

Kuhn and his lesser known precursor, Fleck, examine historical episodes of
clashes of and transformations of scientific understandings, in the course of
which understandings of the same evidence were revised—sometimes
drastically. From these, they suggest frameworks that came to unsettle our
understanding of the relation between the world, “fact,” belief, and truth.
Following the chapter in Bucchi, our entry into the discussion of the notion of
“paradigms” is through some examples of coexisting alternate conceptions of
the same empirical material: an optical illusion and alternative ways of
classifying plants (taxonomists versus morphologists on Gilia inconspicua)
and animals (New Guinea highlander versus standard classifications of the

Cassowary).

Roots in sociology: interests, ideology, and the sociology of knowledge

Marx, Durkheim, and Mannheim all contributed important elements to a
“sociology of knowledge,” which we contextualize and examine briefly in this
session. In particular, we consider Marx and Engle’s elaboration of ideology
theory and materialist explanations of “false consciousness,” Durkheim’s
notions of “social facts” and représentations collectives, and how language
and basic concepts and categories bear the imprint of their social context, and
Mannheim'’s attempt to elaborate a more sophisticated, reflexive and
productive conception of ideology.

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The Strong Program (‘sociology of scientific knowledge’: SSK)

A key milestone in the emergence of STS was a body of work emerging from
what is termed the Strong Programme (AKA SSK or the Edinburg School).
This drew on sociologically-minded reading of historical case studies to push
away from the American (Mertonian) institutional sociology of science and
engage directly and forcefully with questions of the depth and mechanisms
through which social context shape the substance of science. Here we follow
Bucchi’s rendition of the work by Shapin and others in the Programme to

examine its case studies and main claims.

Ethnomethodology and Laboratory Studies

Following on the historically-oriented case studies of the Strong Programme,
“Laboratory Studies” emerged as a second major pillar of contemporary STS.
This drew on ethnomethodological and discourse-analytic traditions in

sociology, and ethnographic methods, to study the everyday production of
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“science” in contemporary laboratory settings. It is distinctive in its blurring of
the lines between human and non-human actors (“actor network theory”), and
focus on the often combative negotiation process through which knowledge
and artifacts are stabilized, and the history of their emergence retroactively
obscured.

Here we see how notions related to the process “closure” help understand the
struggle to forward or resist a megaproject: the Trans-Israel Highway. By
structuring discourse about the need for, history, boundaries of debate, and
status of the project, its proponents created multiple forms of “inevitability”

undermining opposition to the project.

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SCOT (the social construction of technology)

We follow Bucchi’s chapter, which uses four case studies to illustrate various
aspects of the SCOT (social construction of technology) approach to the
relations of society and technologies. As opposed to a technological
determinism, which focuses on the problem-driven evolution and outward
social impacts of technologies, SCOT draws inspiration from the SSK
approach to scientific knowledge to shape a more complex bidirectional
picture of technological evolution in social context. In this, a technology’s
emergence and uptake are not (simply) the consequence of its technical
parameters and meeting of needs, nor the genius of a single inventor.
Rather, technologies result from a non-linear (and retroactively simplified)
trajectory, in which negotiation, and contest among various users and actors
(human and other), as well as chance and path-dependence play a role, and
through which relations of power can become embedded into seemingly
neutral artifacts. And, similar to “laboratory studies,” SCOT tends to
underscore the blurring of boundaries between scientific and technological
practices and factors.

Course Description: Ethnographies of Complex Belongings is an MA course in

“deep reading”, involving theoretical, textual and empirical analyses. Through
in-class discussions, it explores and sometimes explodes connections,
overlaps and intersections among identity, ancestry and kinship, genes, race
and belonging, place, religion, the state and globalization as portrayed in 215t
century ethnographic texts.

The readings, and the course, are in English. All readings are available online

Course Requirements: The course will be conducted as a seminar, a place to

discuss assigned readings, raise questions, and conduct debates. Each
student should arrive having read the assigned material and eager to explore
it in all its complexity. Students will be evaluated by their class participation
(20%), their submission of 2 thought pieces throughout the semester (20%
each = 40% for two), and an end-of-term final paper (40%).

Thought Pieces: See the syllabus for guiding questions that will structure
your 2-3 page essays, double-spaced in hard copy. Each thought piece is due
on the day that the assigned reading is to be discussed in class—NOT after!
Final Paper: 7-10 pages, double-spaced in hard copy.

Option 1: Take one or more aspect/s of belonging (e.g. blood, ancestry,
history, territory, religion, race) and analyze it/them through a comparison of
at least two of the course’s articles or books. Conclude with your ideas about

the salience of that/those factors for belonging in the 215t century.
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Option 2: Use ethnographic data from your thesis or dissertation research to
write a first draft of (part of) your ethnography of complex belongings.

In either case, please arrange to discuss your choice with the professor (me!)
as your craft your final paper.

Thought piece #1: How do YOU know who you are, and to which groups you
belong, and do not belong? Is there any room for negotiation?
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Anthony Cohen wrote in Belonging, “People recognize their culture as that
which distinguishes them from others and thereby, as the source of their own
identities. Secondly, that in conditions of frequent contact with other cultures
the valuing of such distinctions is a condition of its survival. Thirdly, these are
processes which occur due to the everyday experience of life...” (1982:6).
Zygmunt Bauman wrote in “Identities in the Globalizing World,”

“Boundaries are not drawn to fence off and protect already existing identities.
As the great Norwegian anthropologist Frederik Barth explained, it is exactly
the other way round: ostensibly shared, ‘communal’ identities are by-products
of feverish boundary-drawing. It is only after the border-posts have been dug
in that the myths of their antiquity are spun and the fresh, cultural/political
origins of identity are carefully covered up by genesis stories. This stratagem
attempts to belie the fact that (to quote Stuart Hall again) what the idea of
identity does not signal is a ‘stable core of the self, unfolding from the
beginning to end through all the vicissitudes of history without change” (2001:
129).

Thought piece #2: Tamarkin writes of a genetic “diaspora”. Do you agree that

this is the best way to conceptualize Lemba ideas of belonging to the Jewish
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people? If so, substantiate your ideas through references to the text and
other sources with which you are familiar. If not, select another trope that you
think works better to conceptualize Lemba multiple belongings, and

demonstrate why.

Why is hybridity such a contentious subject? What are its threats and
promises regarding singular identities or forms of belonging?

[In the 1990s, Race, Class, and Gender studies rose to prominence alongside
notions of hybridity (see, esp. the work of Homi Bhaba). In the 215 century,
these approaches have been expanded by the development of
intersectionality as part of critical race and feminist theory.]

How did these interests remain (discursively) salient in the
2000s and 2010s? What might be the future of hybridity or internationalism in

rest of the 215t century?

metaphor for understanding belonging among the Cherokee. And yet, unlike
the US government, which demands at least 1/16 Native American ancestry
to be officially granted Indian status, most Cherokees are unfazed by the
guantifiable amount. What do officially recognized tribal Cherokees consider
important identity markers, and how do they maintain group boundaries?
How do they react to “race-shifters”? Likewise, why might white people in the
US wish to identify as Cherokee? What, then, does “blood” signify?

Why did the Marranos decide to undergo conversion
through the Masorti movement, and why does the AHIC continue to resist

rabbinical conversion? If you were Israel’s Minister of the Interior, what would

you recommend—if anything--to resolve the Black Hebrews’ “exceptional”
status?

Toward the end of the 20™ century, some anthropologists
disrupted this scheme by examining ethnographies as texts (Marcus and
Cushman1982) and their poetics and politics (Clifford and Marcus 1986), and
then moved toward producing more experiential and experimental
ethnographies (Poewe 1996). Today, many define themselves as engaged
anthropologists and strongly advocate using the discipline to probe,
deconstruct, and even solve social problems. Where do you stand on this

issue and how did this course help you formulate that stance?

While Germans, Italians ,or Greeks ring bells within and beyond Europe,
Europeans comprise of many more small peoples: Sorbs are a Slavic
speaking minority in Germany, Welsh and Scottish peoples, often bilingual in
Gaelic and English, live on the British Isles; Catalans live in the south east of
Spain and Basques reside across the border in the north east of Spain and
the south west of France. Sardinia remains an autonomous province of the
Italian Republic that knows its own language, Sardu, and very distinct
customs; Roma people live across Europe, and they remain constructed as
others to Europeans despite their long tenure. the southernmost tip of Sicily
is less than two hundred kilometres north of the Tunisian capital Tunis turning
Sicily to date into a bridge between North Africa and Europe. The
Mediterranean is a contact zone and a border at the same time. These and
other European peoples are lesser known but equally important to understand
the diversity, cultural richness but also conflicts in Europe. This course sets
out to explore different European ethnicities and Europeans living together in
diverse locations, to understand the on-going identity processes — and
conflicts — that resonate domestically, find cultural expressions and political
568
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outlets. The course also sets out to locate to borders of ‘Europeanness’ by

looking at European minorities.

Aim
This course aims at providing broad basic understanding of European
ethnicities. It considers Europeans historically, and relations between

minorities and majority populations.

Session 1 Introduction and Practicalities

Session 2: Europeans

Task: Find a fictional film about any ethnic group European, watch it, and note
down the key points of depictions.

The film can cover any period of time, and it can be in any language you
understand, English, French, Russian, Arabic, Spanish, German etc.

Session 3: A very short history of Europe from Antiquity to Modernity
In this session, we will look at the defining moments in European history, and
cover Europe from antiquity to modernity.

Session 4: The End of Empire and the Formation of Nation States: Aspects of
Minority Formation

With the end of multi-ethnic empires, nation states became the main form of
state organisation across Europe. This shift changed relations between

majorities and minorities.

Session 5: Domestic minorities: Demanding Rights
Despite mono-ethnicising nation states, domestic minorities remained a key
feature within the nation state. Increasingly, they demanded rights as

minorities.

Session 5: Expanding Europe: Colonialism
European countries sought to expand their power by colonising, making for

specific, local encounters. This session will look at the case of Tunisia, a
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country colonised by Italy, and pursuant France, and how colonial encounters

shaped relations between the ethnic groups.

Session 6: Constructing Borders 1: Majorities and Minorities

Besides domestic minorities, minorities in Europe are an effect of migration.
While plenty is known about the Muslim minority in Europe, less is known
about Indians in the United Kingdom, or US Americans in Europe. This

seminar will look at the less known immigrants from the US in Europe.

Session 7: Constructing Borders 2: Majorities and Minorities

Roma people live across all European countries. Yet, they suffer of
discrimination in any of these countries despite their long tenure. This session
will look at how different Rom people — Kale, Menouche, Sinti, Roma — are
located as insider outsiders and how Rom people express collective and
individual agency to empower themselves, and to push for recognition within

the majority societies.

Session 8: Contact or Border Zone? The Mediterranean

The Mediterranean separates and connects Europe from Africa. It has been a
contact zone throughout, but also a national border that barred Europeans
from accessing Africa, and Africans from accessing Europe. Yet, peoples
have been crossing the Mediterranean in both directions. To appreciate this
complexity, we will take a virtual tour through the Mucem (Marseille, France

https://www.mucem.org) that is dedicated to the African, Asian, and European

Mediterranean.
